Make sure that
you choose a range of activities (some from each box) during the term.

Write a list of all the exciting activities you
can do at the seaside.

Design a shoebox exhibit of a seaside
scene.

Research artists that have created pieces
of art out of textiles e.g. Anni Albers
Create a piece of art, by using things you
may find at the beach e.g. shells or
seaweed

Take note of the seasonal changes, what
plants and flowers are you beginning to
see? Have you noticed any new
birds/animal/insects around?

Seaside!) and the events that are coming up: May Day and other summer activities. Then, create something to bring in and show, such
as: a model or piece of creative art.
