 Ash Class School visit – Crocodiles of the World

On Monday 11th May, as part of our Science 
topic ‘Living Things and Their Habitats’, we are 
planning to take the class on an educational visit 
to Crocodiles of the World.  
 
This visit has been carefully planned to support 
and enrich the children’s learning in school. 
During the visit, the children will explore a variety 
of animals (there aren’t just crocodiles there!) 
and their habitats. They will learn how living 
things are suited to their environments and how they depend on one another for survival. As 
part of their learning, the children will find out about food chains and different sources of food.
